The Museum Store and Gallery will be an important downtown resource for fine contemporary crafts, featuring decorative objects, textiles, jewelry, and other arts designed and made by significant American artists, including local designers, as well as important examples of folk art and crafts from around the world. 

Museum Store Manager Kathleen Hanna has over thirty years of experience in the areas of fine contemporary craft and design, as an artist, educator, arts administrator, curator, and exhibition designer. The Museum Store’s knowledgeable staff aims to create a relaxed, informal atmosphere for providing information and advice to curious visitors, from serious collectors of fine crafts and folk art to first-time buyers, offering a hands-on introduction to fine functional arts, and sharing knowledge about artists, their materials and processes.
