Delphine Hirasuna moderates a panel of Japanese Americans who lived through the harrowing days that led to the forced removal from their homes and years of exile in remote concentration camps. Thousands of Japanese American children spent their formative years in internment camps (the average age of internees was 17), and their families strived to leave them with positive memories. Day of Remembrance: Monday, February 19, 2007

The Museum will offer free admission from 11 am – 5 pm to commemorate the signing of Executive Order #9066, which called for the internment of anyone of Japanese ancestry on the West Coast and was carried out from the Presidio in San Francisco.
