The Museum Store opens the previous week, beginning November 25, 2005. The Museum Store will be an important downtown resource for fine contemporary crafts, featuring decorative objects, textiles, jewelry, and other arts designed and made by significant American artists, including local designers, as well as important examples of folk art and crafts from around the world.

The Museum of Craft and Folk Art opens with a free public reception on Saturday, December 3, 2005, from 10am to 5pm. The Museum’s inaugural exhibition Folk Art for the Soul from Bay Area Collections, featuring outstanding and seldom seen works from ten of the Bay Area’s finest private collections, remains on view through January 29, 2006.

The Museum and Store hours are Tuesdays through Fridays, 11am to 7 pm; Saturdays and Sundays, 10 am to 5pm. Admission to the Museum’s exhibitions is $5; $4 for seniors; children under 18 are free.
