 – San Francisco, CA:  The Museum of Craft and Folk Art pays tribute to the centennial of the California College of the Arts (CCA) with the exhibition "C" Change, Craft in Our Future: Recent Alums from the California College of the Arts.  Founded in 1907, the school was known since 1936 as the California College of Arts and Crafts (CCAC) until announcing a name change in 2003 to California College of the Arts (CCA). While the new name is intended to better reflect the broad curriculum of artistic and cultural practices taught at CCA’s Oakland and San Francisco campuses, this exhibition confirms that the crafts are alive and thriving at CCA. Distinguished faculty from the five craft departments at the California College of the Arts have selected recent graduates from their programs whose work they feel best represent the most exciting contemporary craft being made today. "C" Change, Craft in Our Future: Recent Alums from the California College of the Arts will be on view at the Museum of Craft and Folk Art at 55 Yerba Buena Lane in downtown San Francisco from November 1, 2007 through January 27, 2008. Popular ideas of craft range from skilled artisans producing finely detailed pieces, to the Do It Yourself model of local, individual production.  How is this range reflected in artistic practices?  Rather than narrowly defining what craft is, these artists show us what craft can be.  By variously address methods of making, engaging with specific materials, producing utilitarian items and  creating contemporary visual expression using traditional techniques, we get a sense of Craft’s engagements with people, practices, concepts and materials.
CCA faculty Marilyn De Silva (metal arts), Donald Fortescue (wood), Nathan Lynch (ceramics), Clifford Rainey (glass), and Deborah Valloma (textiles) help to shape the skills and creative vision of some of the most exciting new artisans every year. These artist instructors are eminently qualified to select the most accomplished and challenging work that they feel represents the future of the crafts field as demonstrated by students they have taught at CCA.

Pushing the boundaries of traditional craft, artists whose works will be on exhibit include:  Kathleen Bostick, Tony Esola, Edith Garcia, Guido Gerlitz, Matt Hebert, Angela Hennessey, Yvonne Mouser, Travis Meinolf, Miel Paredes, Scott Oliver, Lacey Jane Roberts, Jeremy Sanders, Erik Scollon, Bill Sistek, Courtney Skott, Julie Ann Travis, and Sarah Wagner.

For 24 years, the Museum of Craft and Folk Art has provided the Bay Area with unique exhibitions and educational programs that inspire a variety of ethnically diverse communities.  As the only folk art museum in Northern California, The Museum of Craft and Folk Art is known for its rich offering of focused and unique exhibitions of traditional and contemporary folk art and craft from around the world, its highly regarded Folk Art in the Schools program that reaches 10,000 elementary and middle-school students per year, and its support for contemporary craft and folk artists through its exhibitions, educational programs, and publications.

The Museum of Craft and Folk Art is a private, non-profit 501(c)3, membership-driven museum that receives support from members, donors, foundations, and the City of San Francisco.  The Museum’s move to Yerba Buena Lane has received support from Millennium Partners and the San Francisco Redevelopment Agency.  

The Museum of Craft and Folk Art and the Museum’s Gallery Store are located at 51 Yerba Buena Lane, connecting Market and Mission Street between 3rd and 4th Street in San Francisco’s Yerba Buena Gardens arts district.  The Museum and Store are open Tuesdays through Fridays, from 11am to 6pm; Saturdays and Sundays, 11am to 5pm.  Admission to the Museum’s galleries is $5; $4 for seniors; children under 18 are free.
